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To reach A Lakeside Retreat, board the Ferry at Horseshoe Bay and enjoy the scenic 40-minute ride to The Sunshine
Coast. After docking in Langdale, it is an enchanting 26km drive along Highway 101 to the town of Sechelt. Continue along
Highway 101, through Sechelt passing the communities of Halfmoon Bay and Madeira Park and Irvines Landing.

Turn right at Egmont Road (1km before Earl's Cove ferry termmal) and drive a short distance until you reach North Lake.

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Interested in viewing the famous Skookumchuck Rapids? Continue down Egmont Road to the start of the Skookumchuck
Trail. To reach the rapids, you will need to walk an easy 4km trail past Brown Lake.
